Not recommended :
Super / Crew Cab, Short wheel base models.

* A ballast weight may be required to prevent front
GAWR overloading. If required, ballast must be
securely attached at least 24 inches behind the
rear axle.

* Front end wheel alignment and headlight aim may
require readjustment after installation of
equipment, and is the responsibility of the
equipment installer. Failure to adjust front wheel
alignment may cause premature uneven tire wear.
If required, reset to chassis manufacture’s
specifications found in the Ford Shop Manual.

Rear ballast is determined by weighing a vehicle's front
and rear axles and adding weight behind the rear axle
until front axle weight is under or equal to the vehicle
specific front GAWR while not exceeding the rear GAWR
and GVWR.

Vehicle option packages may vary. If in doubt, it is
always a good idea to weigh the vehicle to ensure all
weight ratings are not exceeded with plow in the raised
position.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

A. Insert special 3/4 bolt (7) in slotted hole “A” in vehicle
frame to hold side members (5 & 6) in place with
3/4 Locknut (20). Use spacer (10) on both sides.
Do not tighten.

Note: Additional hardware has been provided when
installing the driver-side member (5). Remove original
steering gear box bolt and replace using
7/16-14 x 5-1/2” bolt (12), reinforcing block (9), original
vehicle washer (**), and flatwashers (21) per illustration.
Do not tighten at this time.

B. Make certain side members are flat against
bottom of vehicle frame. Using the small hole
“B’ in the side members (5 & 6) as a guide, drill
hole thru vehicle frame using an 11/16” drill. Attach
using 5/8-11 x 1-3/4” bolt (15), 5/8 flatwasher (23),
and locknut (19). Hold side members flat against
bottom of vehicle frame. Then tighten to proper
torque.

Note: Prior to tightening special bolt on passenger
side member, make certain spacer (10) is properly
aligned over large hole in side member top plate.
After the passenger side special bolt has been
tightened to its recommended torque, the spacer
should be tack welded in place onto the side
member. This is to insure the proper installation
of the Special bolt into the side of the vehicle frame.

C. Remove Bumper nuts (**)

D. Using hole “D” in vehicle frame, drillan 11/16” hole
thru vehicle frame. Position Top Bracket Weldment
(3) behind vehicle bumper brackets. Attach to
vehicle frame using 5/8-11 x 4-1/2” bolts (14),
spacers (8), flatwashers (23) and locknuts (19).
Reinstall bumper nuts (***).

E. Attach Clevis (*) to Top Bracket Weldment (3) using
1/2-13 x 1-3/4” bolts (13) and 1/2-13 locknuts (18)

F. Attach side braces (1 & 2) to clevis frame (*) using
5/8-11 x 1-3/4” bolts (15) and locknuts (19) Attach
other end of braces (1 & 2) side members (5 & 6)
using 3/4-10 x 2” bolts (16) and locknuts (20).

Note: Before tightening the fasteners, the clevis
frame (*) should be pushed back as far as possible
under the vehicle.

G. Attach Plate (4) to the bottom of vehicle frame
using 7/16-14 x 1-1/4” bolts (11), flatwashers (22)
and locknuts (17). Note: Vehicles equipped with a
front stabilizer bar will not require the installation
of plate (4).

H. Tighten all fasteners to their proper torque. Tighten
bolts in the same order they were assembled to
the vehicle.
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
