VEHICLE  RECOMMENDATIONS

Due to weight restrictions on vehicle's front GAWR,
ballast weight may be required and must be applied
18" from the rear taigate if needed.

Rear ballast is determined by weighing a vehicle's front
and rear axles and adding weight behind the rear axle
until front axle weight is under or equal to the vehicle
specific front GAWR while not exceeding the rear GAWR
and GVWR.

Vehicle option packages may vary. If in doubt, it is
always a good idea to weigh the vehicle to ensure all
weight ratings are not exceeded with plow in the raised
position.

Dogde recommends the vehicle be equipped with
the Snow Plow Preparation Package AHD.

TORQUE CHART FOOT

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
A. Remove bumper/tow hooks assembly from vehicle

frame by removing the front two bolts through the
frame.  Retain all hardware, it will not be reused.

B. Attach LH & RH Weldments (1&2) to vehicle frame
at bumper support holes using 1/2-13 x 4” bolts
(5), flatwashers (10), and 1/2-13 locknuts (8). While
pushing LH & RH Weldments (1&2) tight against
the bottom of the frame, snug bolts (5).  Using the
rear hole of each weldment (1&2) as a template,
drill a 9/16" hole all the way through the frame on
both sides. Remove the LH and RH weldments.

C.   On the outside of each frame rail only, re-drill the
hole to 3/4" diameter to install the sleeves (12).
Attach the rear hole of the weldment (1&2) to frame
using sleeve (12), 1/2-13 x 4" bolt (5), 1/2 flatwashers
(10), and 1/2-13 locknut (8) on each side. Reinstall
the bumper in the two front holes on each hanger
using the bolts from step B. Note: Vehicles with
Tow Hooks: Outer tow hook bracket may need
to be removed and slotted 1/8"-1/4" behind the
bumper to allow for fit over side plates of hanger
weldments or tow hooks may be removed
completely.  DO NOT torque bolts at this time.

D. Attach Brush Guard Lift Frame (14) between LH &
RH Weldments (1&2) using four 3/4-10 x 2 1/4"
custom bolts (13), and 3/4-10 locknuts (9) on  each
side.

IMPORTANT: Torque all 1/2-13 x 4" bolts (5) while
holding L.H. & R.H. Weldments (1&2) against the
bottom of the frame.  Torque all 3/4-10 x 2 1/4"
bolts (13) while holding the Brush Guard Lift Frame
(14) perpendicular to the ground per torque
specification chart.

E. Attach the LH & RH Side Members (3&4) to the

rear holes in LH & RH Weldments (1&2) using
3/4-10 x 2-1/2” bolts (6) and locknuts (9).  Push
sidemembers (3&4) up against the frame and snug
bolts (6).  Scribe upper hole locations on the frame

on both sides.  Remove LH & RH Side members
(3&4).  Drill a total of four 1" diameter holes "A"
through the out side of the each frame rail only for
installation of Special bolts(7).

F. Carefully attach LH & RH side members (3&4) to
frame using special bolts (7),  flatwashers (11) and
locknuts (9) per illustration.  Re-attach LH & RH
side members (3&4) to LH & RH Weldments (1&2)
using hardware from step E.

G.  Tighten bolts to the torque specified in the chart
below.  Tighten in the same order in which they
were assembled to the vehicle.

H. Install remaining snowplow hardware per separate
instructions.
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
