In all cases, the loaded vehicle weight, including the entire
snowplow system, all aftermarket accessories, driver, passenger, options, nominal fluid levels, and cargo must not
exceed the front/rear Gross Axle Weight Rating (GAWR), and total Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR). These
weights ratings are specified on the safety compliance certification label on the driver's side door opening. The use
of rear ballast weight may be required to prevent exceeding the front GAWR.

According to the NHTSA (National Highway Traffic Safety Administration) new and untitled vehicles need to be verified by the installer that
snowplow and ballast (if needed) do no exceed the front/rear GAWR and total GVWR.

VEHICLE RECOMMENDATIONS

e Due to weight restrictions on these vehicle's front
GAWR, a STL-7.5 moldboard is the largest that
can safely be installed on a Toyota Tundra. The
front GAWR must also be at least 3500 Ibs as
shown on the driver's side door sticker. Also limit
to driver and one passenger only while plow is
installed unless specified below.

* Ballast weight is required on all Toyota Tundra
models. Ballast must be securely attached 9
inches from the rear tailgate on reg and ext cabs:

Regular Cab - 365 Ibs w/ 2 occupants, 65 Ibs w /
driver only.

Extended Cab - 600 Ibs w/ driver only, no
passengers.

Double (Crew) Cab - 650 Ibs using Ballast Kit (See
Paragraph F.), w/ driver only

Salt or sand in bags are recommended as ballast.

* Front end wheel alignment and headlight aim may
require readjustment after installation of
equipment, and is the responsibility of the
equipment installer. Failure to adjust front wheel
alignment may cause premature uneven tire wear.
If required, reset to chassis manufacture’s
specifications found in the Toyota Shop Manual.

Rear ballast is determined by weighing a vehicle's
front and rear axles and adding weight behind the
rear axle until front axle weight is under or equal to
the vehicle specific front GAWR while not exceeding
the rear GAWR and GVWR.

Vehicle option packages may vary. If in doubt, it is
always a good idea to weigh the vehicle to ensure all
weight ratings are not exceeded with plow in the raised
position.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

A. Remove Air Dams, Splash Shield, Tow Hooks and
Tow Hook Angles from truck they will not be
reused. Retain all hardware if reinstallation of
towhooks is desired at a later time. Note: Tow Hook
Angle bolts may be reused.

B. Position Mounting Plate Weld LH (2) and
Mounting Plate Weld RH (1) to the bottom of the
vehicle frame. Align and attach front two holes,
using 12mm - 1.25p x 40 mm bolts (7) and 7/16
Flat washers (10) to existing vehicle nut plates on
each side.

C. Install 5/8-11 x 4-1/2 bolts (6), 5/8 Flat
washers (11), and Spacers (3) through the hole
on the outside of vehicle frame attach the LH &
RH Welds (1 & 2) rear hole on the inside of
vehicle frame. Fasten with 5/8-11 locknut (9).
Note: snug all bolts during the installation. Do
not torque down any bolts until step E.

D. Attach Mounting Plate Weld LH & RH (1 & 2) to the
Universal Clevis (*) using 1/2-13 x 1-3/4 bolts (4)
and 1/2-13 locknuts (8) in the 4 upper holes. Also
attach using 5/8-11 x 1-3/4 bolts (5) and
5/8-11 locknut (9) in the lower holes.

Note: before tightening the fasteners, the clevis
(*) should be level with the ground and pushed
back as far under the vehicle as possible.

E. Tighten all fasteners to their proper torque. Tighten
bolts in the same order they were assembled to the
vehicle.

F Double (Crew) Cab Models:
Install Ballast Kit (P/N 08828) into the 2" trailer
receiver hitch (See form 1-832). Load inside of
tray to 650 Ibs. Be sure to check your hitch's max
tongue weight to be sure it can handle 650 Ibs.
Salt or sand bags are suggested for weight.

Be sure that load is secure while
———— transporting. With ballast weight
AWARN]NG in place, be sure that only the
——— driver is in vehicle while plowing
to avoid overloading.

G. Install remaining snowplow hardware per separate
instructions.
