After first use, retighten all mounting bolt connections to
specified torque. All Mounting bolt connections to be
checked periodically for tightness.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

A. Remove front plastic piece from behind bumper; it
will not be reused. Put in cab for customer.

B. Insert Frame Spacers (19) in holes in vehicle frame
and set Lift Frame (1) in position.

C. Install Special Bolts (16) in side and bottom of vehicle
frame. Put Spacer Plate (18) on Special Bolt (16)
located on side of frame.

D. Attach Sideplates (5 and 6) on top of Lift Frame (1)
using 5/8 x 4-1/2" Bolts (13), 5/8 Flatwashers (14)
and 5/8 Locknuts (15). Install 3/4 Locknut (17) on
Special Bolt (16) previously installed in side of vehicle
frame.

DO NOT TIGHTEN FASTENERS AT THIS TIME.

E. Loosely attach Underframes (2 and 3) to Special Bolt
(16) installed in bottom of vehicle frame using
3/4 Locknut (17).

F. While holding Clevis Frame (4) in position, align
lower holes of Clevis Frame (4) and Sideplates
(5 and 6) with hole in end of Underframes (2 and 3).
Install 5/8 x 2" Bolt (10) and 5/8 Locknut (15). Install
5/8 x 1-3/4" Bolt (9) and 5/8 Locknut (15) in top holes
of Sideplates (5 and 6) and Clevis Frame (4).

G. Pull forward on Lift Frame (1) and push back on
Clevis Frame (4) to take slack out of bolt holes.
Beginning with Lift Frame, tighten all fasteners to
proper torque as shown on torque chart.

H. Assemble Lift Arm (7) to Lift Frame (1) with
5/8 x 3-1 /2 Bolt (12) and 5/8 Locknut (15). Attach
Electro-touch unit to rear hole of Lift Arm (7) using
5/8 x 2-3/4 Bolt (11) and 5/8" Locknut (15) and to
bottom Clevis on Lift Frame (1) using 5/8 x 3-1/2"
Bolt (12) and 5/8 Locknut (15).

I. Install hydraulic system and snow plow lights per
separate instructions.

J. Pre-assemble Moldboard. A-Frame and Sector per
separate instructions.

K. Connect A-Frame to Clevis Frame using Hinge Pins
(20) and Linch Pin (21).

L. Hook the A-Frame chain to Lift Arm (7) allowing
sufficient slack to enable the moldboard to follow
ground contour while plowing.
